
1. Listen respectfully when the teacher is talking or while others are singing.

2. Raise your hand if you have an answer, question or concern.

3. Be ready to sing with your music and a pencil with the bell rings.

4. Remain in your assigned seat and respect others’ personal space.

5. Please enjoy food and drink before or after class (especially gum).
RATIONALE: 

Of the five rules I have chosen I feel the first rule is the most important because it sets the tone for an environment of mutual respect for everyone in the class. The second rule follows closely this rationale, by providing an appropriate procedure by which everybody may have his or her thoughts, opinions and ideas heard in turn. From the procedural we turn to necessary. Being able to start class on time with all the students prepared is a fundamental building block for getting the most out of teaching, learning and music making. The last two are ones that although necessary I would hope not to have to harp on but once or twice. One is a matter of personal behavior and responsibility and the other a matter of singing sensibility. (And yes, I believe gum is important enough to receive special mention, because it is probably one of the most pervasive violations.)
