Party & Safe Ride Policies

Revised Winter 2003

Section I – Party Policy

The Delta Phi Chapter created this party policy during the fall semester of 1999 and was revised last, in the winter of 2003.  Its purpose is to establish guidelines to protect the name and members of this chapter during high-risk social events. It should be reviewed each semester to ensure its practicality.

1. Definition of a party: Any event involving alcohol, spontaneous or pre-planned, where there are more than 20 non-brothers at any location associated to the fraternity or its brothers, including but not limited to the designated house.

2. Guest list:  A guest list is required for all parties.  It will be comprised of all fellow Grand Valley State University Greeks and 3 guests per current Delta Phi brother.  The Risk Management Chairman and/or President may approve any exceptions to the list. The list must be submitted to the President and/or Risk Management Chairman 24 hours before the party.  Failure of accordance will result in cancellation of the said party. 

3. Party monitors: There will be at least 6 sober party monitors required for all parties sponsored by the Delta Phi Chapter. The Risk Management Chairman and/or President may increase the number of party monitors for any party at their discretion. Party monitors are not to drink after 5pm the night of their scheduled party until the party is over and cleared out. The two safe rides scheduled the same night as a Delta Phi party must also be present at the party and be available to give rides to people attending the party who are not in an appropriate condition to drive. Safe rides will act as party monitors unless a ride is requested. The Risk Management Chairman, before the start of the party, will assign duties to the party monitors. In his absence, a replacement, appointed by him or the President, will assume this role.  The duties of the Party monitors are as follows:

· Two monitors will help with safe ride in controlling the flow of traffic in the driveway of the party.  They will direct traffic to a place to park and make sure people coming to the party are invited.  Also, at slow times monitors should walk around the building of the party to make sure people are not congregating outside.

· Two monitors will work the main door and mark the hands of all guests.  Those guests over 21 years of age will be marked with an X or given a wristband and those under 21 years of age marked with an M.  They will also not allow anyone under the age of 21 to bring alcohol into the party.  They will only admit guests that are on the list. No one can be added to the list without the consent of the Risk Management Chairman or President.  Also, at slow times one of the brothers working the door should make rounds through the building, asking guests who are overly intoxicated to leave.

· One monitor will watch the other doors of the building to make sure they are not being used.  They will also make sure people are not congregating outside of the building, keeping the party indoors.

· The remaining monitors will patrol the party and make sure no one is causing any harm to the building or other people.  Overly intoxicated people should be asked to leave.  

4. All Brothers are expected to be sober and work during at least one party per semester.

5. The Party monitors, the Risk Management Chairman, the President, and the Vice President should be the only individuals to handle an incident that may occur at a Delta Phi Party. If one of these individuals is not immediately present, a sober brother may step in until a party monitor is present. Under no circumstances should an intoxicated brother try to handle any incident that may arise.

6. Alcohol check in is optional.

7. Party hours are not to exceed 2am. At this time no one will be admitted into the party and the party monitors will send all non-brothers home.

8. Guests and Brothers should avoid glass bottles as much as possible at the party.

9. Parties must be announced at the General Assembly meeting one week prior to the event.  Any exceptions must be approved by the President and Risk Management Chairman, and must meet the guidelines set forth in this policy. Failure of accordance will result in cancellation.

10. Food and non-alcoholic beverages must be made available.

11. All Brothers are responsible to comply with and support this policy and the best judgment made by any party monitor and the Risk Management Chairman.

The rules and regulations set forth by state, local and fraternal governing bodies must be followed along with this chapter policy.  It is the chapter’s job to do its best to reduce the risk of negative consequences as the result of drinking.  The Risk Management Chairman, President and all E-Board members are responsible to hold the chapter and all Brothers accountable to this policy. The Risk Management Chairman is the only individual who may make changes and/or exceptions to this policy.  Failing to support or comply with the above and/or the Risk Management Policy set forth by FIPG, Inc. for Alpha Sigma Phi will result in a referral to the Judicial Board, with the possibility of suspension.



Section II – Safe Ride Policy

This policy is in effect for the safety of our members and others in the community.  Its purpose is to establish guidelines to protect the name and members of this chapter and to prevent Brothers from ever having to drive after drinking. It should be reviewed each semester to ensure its practicality. 

1. Definition of Safe Ride: A local system run by the Delta Phi Chapter to provide a free ride to Brothers and friends of the Chapter on designated nights, if they ever feel that they are not in the right condition to drive.

2. Operation times: Thursday 10pm-1am, Friday 10pm-2am, and Saturday 10pm-2am during the fall and winter semesters. Safe Ride will also be used during any Delta Phi party and any other time deemed necessary by the Risk Management Chairman or the President 

3. Responsibilities:
· Be at the fraternity house or any event that is being attended by a majority of the fraternity.

· To make sure the phone is working and able to be answered at any time during your duty.

· To be around a phone for which all Brothers have the number at all times. 

· Respond to any calls or requests for rides in a timely manor.

· At no time during your duty leave the Allendale area, unless approved by Risk Management Chairman or President.

· During parties, to be present for the entire duration of the event and to help monitor and transport guests to our location from where we have had them park if deemed necessary by Risk Management Chairman.

· Not to transport any alcohol for brothers or guests at any time for any reason

· To be completely sober and not drink from 5pm on, prior to your safe ride duty.

4. All Brothers are responsible to sign up for the predetermined number of duties, decided each semester by the Risk Management Chairman. Any changes to the Safe Ride schedule must be approved by the Risk Management Chairman and/or President.

5. All Brothers are responsible to comply with and support this policy and the best judgment made by any safe ride, and the Risk Management Chairman.

6. There is always to be at least two brothers on safe ride.  The Risk Management Chairman or President has the right to raise this number if they ever see fit.

7. This policy is designed to compliment the Risk Management Policy set forth by FIPG, Inc. for Alpha Sigma Phi Fraternity. 

The rules and regulations set forth by state, local and fraternal governing bodies must be followed along with this chapter policy.  It is the chapter’s job to do its best to reduce the risk of negative consequences as the result of drinking.  The Risk Management Chairman, President and all E-Board members are responsible to hold the chapter and all Brothers accountable to this policy. The Risk Management Chairman is the only individual who may make changes and/or exceptions to this policy.  Failing to support or comply with the above and/or the Risk Management Policy set forth by FIPG, Inc. for Alpha Sigma Phi will result in a referral to the Judicial Board, with the possibility of suspension.
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
