Generally, this is a good web site. Each step is logically ordered and under the proper section. Furthermore, each step is easy to understand and never too lengthy or confusing. Navigation was simple and easy. Images complemented the directions very well and had markings to indicate where exactly where steps should be completed on live journal. 
There are very few problems with the web site. On the second page, steps 7, 8, 9, and 10 are blank. I also feel that the images should have a small boarder of some kind to further set them apart from the text and background. Lastly, I would like to see a links page to web-log sites and maybe a finished product. 

Design
The navigation bar along the left side was easy to use. The forward and back buttons along the bottom were very helpful as well. Logistically, everything is as it should be. Visually, the page is fine but there could always be improvements. As said earlier, I think boarders around images would be a good idea. Also, the title bar of the page could be updated or modified somehow. 
Maybe you could incorporate a flash navigation bar along the top, based on sections. Or you could modify your side navigation bar so that it would indicate what section the user was currently in—perhaps with a cursor arrow or highlighting. Also, you may want to include a page scroll along the bottom between the forward and back arrows as opposed to the HOME button. 

Lastly, you could give the navigation bar a different background or boarder to set it aside from the rest of the page. Also, the font of the page may seem hard to read for other people (but not me, I like it).
General

With good design, both in navigation and visuals, and with a high level of satisfaction in using the site, overall this is a good prototype for a UA site. You have left little room for confusion or getting lost. There are few errors and spelling mistakes and all links work properly. 

I would say the strength of this site is that it is so easy to use. A weakness would perhaps be the visual design…but again the visuals even seem fine to me. Obviously, with all this in mind, all you need to do now is minor tweaking of your site.
