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Overall Usability:
I would give this site an 8 on usability. Right now it is a very complete how-to-guide, with great explanation. However, there are still some areas that need some more explanation, but as you have informed me these sections will be coming. Once the definitions of certain steps and objects are written it will make the tutorial really easy to use!
Since the general audience might not know how to use Dreamweaver, I am assuming this tutorial is directed toward students in our class and those that know how to use Dreamweaver. You do a good job of pointing out that the user needs to know Dreamweaver in order to use this tutorial so I don’t think this will cause any problems. 

Problems:

One problem that I ran into was on Step 4. The arrow button on the bottom of the screen doesn’t take me to step 5. Instead it stays on step 4. The top button works fine; it’s just the “next” arrow on the bottom. 

Best Sections:

The best sections of your UA site are the graphics. These are clear screen shots of the detailed information and areas the user has to visit. These really enhance the clarity of the tutorial. 

Unclear Areas:

I was a little unclear using the “form” menu. I see you have a screen shot with the menu bar, but I’m still unclear at which button does what. Maybe you could add arrows to the purpose of each button. For example, when the tutorial asks to click the “button icon” on the form menu I wasn’t sure right away which one that was. 

Confidence in doing this Task:

On a scale of 1-10 I am about a 9 that I could do this task on my own. Once the areas are revised and definitions are added I would be a 10. It’s a clear tutorial that clearly details each step that needs to be done.

The bold information in each step is nice, and it helps clearly identify the key information. Also you have good navigation, which clearly tells the user where they should go and where they can go next
