FIRST AID KITS


A general first aid kid should be available at your meeting place and accompany the girls on any activity, including transportation to and from an event.  In addition to the standard materials all first aid kits should contain a copy of a recognized first aid book, coins or calling cards for telephone calls, and the Girl Scout council and emergency telephone numbers.  Girl Scout activity insurance forms, parents consent forms, and health histories should also be included.  Before all activities, check the kit to verify that all previously used or expired material have been replaced
