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Comfort Research was founded by Chip George and Matt Jung in 1994, while students at Hope College in western Michigan.  After their old couch began to fall apart, the pair used the foam to stuff an old beanbag.  

Realizing their new creation was both functional and comfortable, they began constructing the new “foof chair” in their basement, doing the sewing and stuffing with the help of friends bribed with pizza.  
Low cost, space efficient, and more comfortable than the traditional bean-filled bean bags of the 60’s, Jung and George took the foof chair to campuses across Michigan and began selling them out of the back of a truck to hundreds of college students.  As the business expanded, Comfort Research was formed and mass production of the foof chair began.

Today, Comfort Research products are sold in retail locations across the country, including JCPenney, Meijer, Kohls, and Eddie Bauer.  The foof chair has been joined by a wide array of new products, from fruit-shaped children’s styles to leather upholstered foofs.  

Manufacturing has been moved in-house to Grand Rapids, Michigan, where George and Jung are offered more control and creative flexibility with their products.  Comfort Research’s newest items are those of their outdoor, waterproof line, set to be released in the spring of 2005.
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
