The outdoor line, which will hit sales floors in the spring of 2005, will be the first of its kind for the company.  

“In the past, all of our furniture has been designed for indoor use.  This new line of outdoor furniture will allow customers to take the comfort of our furniture outdoors as well,” says Jung.  

Comfort Research products are currently sold at retail locations around the country, including JCPenney’s, Kohls, and Eddie Bauer.  Comfort Research hopes to offer their outdoor line at many of these same stores, as well as other outlets known for their outdoor furniture and recreation equipment.
