Weaknesses: More so than anything, Jaycee does not understand how to borrow or carry or recognize when to do either for that matter. When adding or subtracting, Jaycee starts at the number furthest on the left as opposed to starting with the number on the right.

Recommendation: Jaycee needs to learn about borrowing and carrying and how to do each.
