For this web quest, you will use a website that I have designed specially for this project. This quest is designed to help students broaden their knowledge of the 43 United States Presidents. You will use the allotted lab time to complete this webquest.

Evaluation Criteria:

Students will be graded on the depth of their knowledge on a particular president. Students will lose credit for any question skipped over, or part of question skipped over.

Answers are to be recorded on a separate sheet of paper, in complete sentences, and due at the end of the class period. Questions are worth 6 points each, and partial credit will be given (if necessary)
Questions:

1. Who was the first President to die in office? How long did he serve? What did he die of?

2. Who was the first President to have impeachment proceedings brought against? Have any Presidents been successfully impeached? If so, Which Presidents?

3. Who was the first president to be assassinated while in office? What war-time address is that president famous for? How many other presidents have been assassinated in office?
4. Who was the first president to lose the popular vote, but win election through the Electoral College? Which President has this happened to most recently?

5. Which Presidents have been in office when our country has invaded the country of Iraq?

6. Who was president when the United States? entered World War One? World War Two? Korea?

7. Who was the first president to serve more than two terms? Did he complete all four terms? Has there been a president since him to serve for more than one term?

8. Who was the first president to occupy the White House? Was construction completed on the White House at the time of occupation?

9. Who was the Youngest President to hold office? The Oldest?

10. Who was the first president to resign the position of President of the United States? Is he the only president to do so?

11.  President Reagan proposed a radical defense plan called what? (hint: it is named after a movie)

12. Who was the first President to be elected to non-consecutive terms? Which president(s) interrupted his terms 
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
