Organization – I believe that organization is imperative in developing a well-managed, comfortable learning environment.  Organization will be demonstrated by:
· An established set of procedures, routines, and rules that are well-practiced.
· Both students and myself being prepared to learn and teach every day.
· A clean and comfortable environment that fosters student success.
Prevention – I believe most inappropriate and off-task behaviors are preventable.  Prevention will be demonstrated by:
· Well-planned lessons that engage and challenge students in a fun manner without reaching the point of frustration.
· A safe and hard-working climate that addresses different learning styles, abilities, and multiple intelligences. 
· The use of cooperative learning, differentiated instruction, and hands-on learning.
Intervention – I believe intervention should be done as individually, unobtrusively, and respectfully as possible.  The effectiveness of intervention strategies depends on the individual student.  Intervention will be demonstrated by:
· The use of Love and Logic and Assertive Discipline when students misbehave.
· Logical and preplanned consequences.
· The presence of a relationship between the students and me that allows for comfortable dialogue about inappropriate behavior.  There will be a sense of respect, dignity, trust, and honesty.
Communication – I believe honest and clear communication is needed between me, my students, and their families.  Communication will be demonstrated by:
· Contact with families every week with good news about their children.
· Contact with families to problem-solve behavior issues together.
